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NCD  CHARACTERISTICS  

As mentioned in the May issue of The Pathway, we are interested in 
exploring just what the 8 different Quality Characteristics of Natural 
Church Development (NCD) really mean in terms of how 
they can be used effectively here at Webster Presbyterian 
Church.  Remember that each characteristic represents the 
‘stave’ of a barrel, and as a church unit, we are only as strong 
as our shortest stave will allow.  We last looked at 
Empowering Leadership and Gift Based Ministry, so we’ll 
look at Passionate Spirituality and Effective Structures this month.  Also 
remember, it’s the adjective that sets the standard.  

We have heard the most about Passionate Spirituality 
because we scored the lowest in that characteristic in 
both of the surveys that we have taken.  Most frequently, 
this is the lowest score for all churches that take a 
survey.  Probably there are several reasons given as to 
why this is so, but let’s try to understand what it could 

mean for us.  The Spirituality part is essentially how your faith is a part of 
you; your feelings and thoughts about our Triune God and how they 
impact the choices and decisions you make each day.  The Passionate part 
is how this faith is expressed among others, a spiritual intimacy that 
believes that God acts in powerful ways around and through us and just 
can’t be contained inside us.  This looks different in each individual and 
each church.  Perhaps a lifelong quest would be to become aware of how 
your passion for God looks on/in you. 

Effective Structures sounds pretty dull in comparison!  But keeping the 
delivery system of our ministry alive and serving those who desire it is 
very critical to sustaining a healthy environment where we can learn and 
grow and reach out to others as opportunities are presented to us.  This 
means support for procedure and program creation as well as the actual 
utilization of our physical building.  Are our programs and building 
resources working together to support the intended purpose of 
WPC?  To be truly effective in our approach, each new 
program and vision needs to be thoughtfully and 
creatively met so that growth is not hindered.  All our 
boards and committees and various other groups need to 
be working together to function at our greatest capacity.

In my Presbytery Notes column of December 2010, I mentioned some of 
the items that Presbytery would be voting upon in the coming months, 
along with websites where more information could be obtained.  That 
information may have prepared some of you for the two stories that 
appeared in the D&C May 13 and before. 
Since the meeting of the 219th General Assembly in 2010, Presbyteries 
are voting whether or not to approve a new Form of government, the 
inclusion of the Belhar Confession in our Book of Confessions, and 
Amendments to our Book of Order. Included in the latter was 
Amendment 10-A (dealing with ordained service), which would replace 
G-6-0106b.  In fact, at the Presbytery meeting in January 2011, which 
was held at WPC, the amendments (which had been distributed 
previously) were discussed and voted upon.  10-A was voted upon by 
secret ballot in order that commissioners would be free to vote by the 
guidance of the Holy Spirit without outside influence.  It passed by a vote 
of 85-29.  When sufficient Presbyteries had voted for 10-A, the result that 
was reported in the D&C occurred.  
The vote struck the following from the Book of Order G-6.0106: 
b.  Those who are called to office in the church are to lead a life in 
obedience to Scripture and conformity to the historic confessional 
standards of the church.  Among these standards is the requirement to live 
either in fidelity within the covenant of marriage between a man and a 
women (W-4.9001), or chastity in singleness.  Persons refusing to repent 
of any self-acknowledged practice which the confessions call sin shall not 
be ordained and/or installed as deacons, elders, or ministers of the Word 
and Sacrament. 
And replaced it with a new b: 
b. Standards for ordained service reflect the church’s desire to submit 
joyfully to the Lordship of Jesus Christ in all aspects of life (G-1.0000).  
The governing body responsible for ordination and/or installation (G-
14.0240; G-14.0450) shall examine each candidate’s calling, gifts, 
preparation, and suitability for the responsibilities of office.  The 
examination shall include, but not be limited to, a determination of the 
candidate’s ability and commitment to fulfill all requirements as 
expressed in the constitutional questions for ordination and installation 
(W-4.4003).  Governing bodies shall be guided by Scripture and the 
confessions in applying standards to individual candidates. 
The editor of the Presbyterian Outlook will lead an Adult Ed. class on 
this subject following the 9:30 a.m. service on June 26.  (See separate 
article on page 9.)

What does God want Webster Presbyterian Church 
to be and to do, and when does God want us to start on this new path? 
The motion below was approved by session.  We are about to start items 3 
and 4.  To give our church a vision and a plan for the future, a group of 
people will come together to pray, to study, to interview, to survey, to 
listen, and to pray some more.  Finally, they will condense all this into 
discernment for our church’s path into the future.  This group will start their 
work over the summer and complete it in early 2012.  A report will be 
given to the session at their January meeting and the congregation at the 
Annual Meeting in late January 2012.  

This is an opportunity for you to help God’s church 
here on Webster Road to become the church that 
you hear God calling us to be.  Please send your 
name or someone you wish to nominate to Alan 
Durbin (john alandurbin@hotmail.com) to become 
part of this calling.   

MOTION:   WPC will:  
1. Use "as needed" Pastoral coverage from people that are available 

from the congregation, our staff, pulpit supply, seminary professors 
(such as Roberts), and other.  This coverage will include visitation 
and preaching at least once per month and coverage for vacation and 
study leave.  It is also recommended that we have expanded offerings 
from one-time weekend visits from national / traveling pastors and 
other speakers. 

2. Pay the reimbursement rate for this “as needed” coverage:  A) $125 
for leading one service and $200 for 2 services for preachers coming 
from outside the church; B) $100 for one service and $175 for 2 
services for preachers coming from inside the congregation; C) Pay 
the visitation rate of up to $25/hour plus travel expenses. 

3. Appoint a group or task force (NOT a Pastor Nominating Committee) 
of 7 people to write a new Mission and Ministry statement and a new 
Church Information Form.  This group should have at least one youth 
congregant, and young adult congregants should be well represented.  
The Personnel Committee will serve as a nominating committee for 
this task force. 

4. Have this group/task force spend time in focused prayer and 
bidirectional feedback discussions with various congregational 
groups to discern the will of God.  Various modern techniques such 
as survey monkey and other internet applications should be used to 
encourage a wide congregation engagement. 
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5. Have a checkpoint review in November to assess if the “as needed” 
pastoral coverage is working and if we need to hire a full/part time 
interim or temporary pastor.  The results of this assessment will be 
used to develop the 2012 personnel budget. 

We will work on the above steps until 4th quarter 2011 with the idea of 
having something solid to report at the 2012 Annual Meeting.

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PEACEMAKING 
Perhaps the sun is finally shining when you read this.  We 
certainly hope so!  It has been a rainy spring here in Western 
NY and in much of our country, in fact.  But we in the 
Peacemaking Committee are focused on the sun that Christ can bring into 
our lives, especially when we act as he did in meeting the needs of all of 
God’s children. 
One way in which we do this is through the Cecil Ngckovane Scholarship.  
This scholarship was established by the Peacemaking Committee in 1992 in 
memory of Rev. Dr. Cecil Ngckaovane, an ordained minister in the 
Presbyterian Church in South Africa who completed his graduate training in 
the US.  Sadly, Rev. Ngckovane was murdered while working in his home 
country.  We established the scholarship to assist “a person of color from 

Africa who was studying for full-time Christian work 
and who would return to Africa to serve.” 
The last scholarship that we have been able to award 
was in 2007.  Because we have been maintaining the 
principle in the account, the low returns in the recent 
past have precluded us from awarding a scholarship.  

However, as returns have improved and as we have looked at the needs of 
several fine students, this year we are pleased to be able to provide a 
scholarship in the amount of $500 to Dorothy BEA Akoto to help with her 
financial needs at Chicago Theological Seminary. 
Dorothy Akoto is an ordained Presbyterian Minister, the child of a 
Presbyterian minister and school teacher.  She has a strong background and 
history in the church of Ghana.  She is currently studying for a PhD with 
the intent of retuning to Ghana to teach at Trinity Theological Seminary, 
pastor a church there, and continue her work with women and children.  Her 
work includes: fighting poverty, AIDS, abuse and the lack of education.  
She is a very worthy candidate.  (Her full story is available on the bulletin 
board in the Narthex.) 
Our small scholarship is much appreciated by Rev. Akoto, but she is 
desperately in need of more funds in order to continue her education.  
If you would like to contribute additional funds for her work, please speak 
to any member of the Peacemaking Committee.  A check in any amount can 
be made out to Webster Presbyterian Church with Dorothy Akoto in the 
memo line, and we will see that your donation is used to help Rev. Akoto 
complete her studies.  
For the Summer – In the interest of a good read for all of us 
this summer, and one that can help us gain additional insight 
about others, we recommend that you consider reading 
Breakfast with the Buddah by Roland Merullo.  It is available 
in Kindle format and paperback. 
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“Meeting at the Margins” has been the Peacemaking Committee 
theme for this year.  We hope that you have been able to participate in 
some of the Adult Ed. offerings that have focused on people too often 
living at the margins of our society here in the US.  We planned these 
activities in honor of our long-time member Peter Stone.  Pete’s memory 
continues to remind us that we have the work of Christ to do, meeting all 
people at the margins. 
We are pleased that in the passage of Amendment 10-A our 
denomination has joined others in helping to be witness to 
removing our LGBT brothers and sisters from the margins in 
our church.  We will continue to pray that all can understand 
this decision, and that these members will soon be able to fully 
participate in God's work here.
