Mission:   To perform good stewardship of our Endowment gifts to encourage the ongoing ministries and mission of  Webster Presbyterian Church, today and until Christ returns.

General Responsibilities: Manage investments and distribution of income from Endowment accounts of the Webster Presbyterian Church.

Composition:  Chaired by Session Member;  Mission Treasurer and Senior Pastor Larry DeVuyst (de facto members);  Approximately six at large members serving 3 year terms, maximum of  2 consecutive 3 year terms.

Committee Chair: Member of session.   (Note committee chair may designate a moderator to lead and coordinate meetings and activities.)
Meetings: 4 to 8 meetings per year

Specific Responsibilities: 

1. Set specific committee goals and objectives for the new year each January, that a) are based upon their specific responsibilities as outlined in this Job Description and b) include plans to improve the health of the congregation based on input from the Natural Church Development (NCD) Health Planning Team and / or issues raised by the NCD Survey (if completed). These goals will be submitted for approval by Session at its February meeting.

2. Manage Accounts of Funds (WPC Endowment Fund, Joyce R. Clark Endowment Fund), includes establishing and implementing investment policy, quarterly review of financial records of funds, annual report to Congregation, evaluate long range goals at least every 5 years.  Manage investments and review and approve distributions with final approval for distribution by Session.  All policies have been documented by the committee and approved by Session.

3. Organize and conduct Yellow Rose Sunday annually:  Yellow Rose Sunday, promotes, publicizes and supports the funds.  Provides Yellow Roses and Bulletin announcements to regular Sunday Services to commemorate a gift to the fund.

4. Committee may organize informational meetings for Adult Education

5. Supports Endowment/ Naomi Circle Memorial Rose Garden on Northeast side of the Church.
