Mission: Enrich the knowledge, love, service, and enjoyment of God and His Son Jesus Christ through worship and the use of arts in worship and other environments
General Responsibilities: To provide prayerful input into developing opportunities for encountering and praising God in worship services and other venues, and to oversee church programs of music and other arts, for participation by both specialists and the congregation at large.

Composition: 10-12 members in addition to the Senior Pastor – includes all the leaders of the different music groups in the church plus 2-3 at large members.
Committee Chair: Member of Session

Meetings: 5-6 times per year, beginning and ending in prayer.  A committee member will offer a devotion at every meeting.
Specific Responsibilities:

1. to set specific committee goals and objectives for the new year each January, that a) are based upon their specific responsibilities as outlined in this Job Description and b) include plans to improve the health of the congregation based on input from the Natural Church Development (NCD) Health Planning Team and / or issues raised by the NCD Survey (if completed). These goals will be submitted for approval by Session at its February meeting.

2. Arrange for people to support worship, including greeters, ushers, 
flower arrangers, liturgists, acolytes, and communion servers (elders 
or deacons).  
3. Work with the pastor to develop opportunities for worship
4. Recruit and/or hire choir directors, organists and pianists.
5. Oversee the activities of the children’s choir

6. Schedule performances of music and other arts
7. Assist pastors in special endeavors

8. Arrange for special programs of the arts, such as visiting choirs, soloists

9. Liaison between musical staff and boards

10. Provide services at sacramental celebrations
